Stewardship Reflections  
 

March 24, 2024 –  Palm Sunday of the  
Lord’s Passion  

Today we celebrate Palm Sunday – the beginning of our Holy Week. 
Our liturgy starts with the account of Jesus humbly entering into Jerusa-
lem riding a donkey. People put cloaks and palm branches in His path-
way crying, “Hosanna, blessed is he who comes in the name of the 
Lord!” It is with great joy that Christ was being honored as king, still in 
the same breath, we are filled with sorrow as we reflect on Christ’s pas-
sion and death. Thankfully, we know the glorious outcome of this pain-
ful journey. Today, as we read about the climax of Christ’s mission here 
on earth, we are reminded that He is the Perfect Steward, a model for us 
all on our stewardship journey. 

Our First Reading, from the prophet Isaiah, portrays a suffering servant. 
The suffering servant, in may ways, foreshadows what Jesus endured 
during His passion – “I gave my back to those who beat me… my face I 
did not shield from buffets and spitting.” Christ endured such tortures, 
knowing that He did not deserve them, but still He humbly submitted to 
them. 

As we embark on this Holy Week, let us take some time to reflect on the 
life of Christ as He is our model Steward, and may we strive to imitate 
Him daily.
